	 16 Do not err, my beloved 
brethren. 17 Every good gift and 
every perfect gift is from above, and 
cometh down from the Father of 
lights, with whom is no variableness, 
neither shadow of turning. 18  Of his 
own will begat he us with the word 
of truth, that we should be a kind of 
firstfruits of his creatures. 19 Where-
fore, my beloved brethren, let every 
man be swift to hear, slow to speak, 
slow to wrath: 20 For the wrath of 
man worketh not the righteousness of 
God. 21 Wherefore lay apart all filth-
iness and superfluity of naughtiness, 
and receive with meekness the en-
grafted word, which is able to save 
your souls.

6 But be-
cause I have said these things unto 
you, sorrow hath filled your heart. 7 
Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is 
expedient for you that I go away: for 
if I go not away, the Comforter will 
not come unto you; but if I depart, I 
will send him unto you. 8 And when 
he is come, he will reprove the world 
of sin, and of righteousness, and of 
judgment: 9 Of sin, because they 
believe not on me; 10 Of right-
eousness, because I go to my Father, 
and ye see me no more; 11 Of judg-
ment, because the prince of this 
world is judged. 12 I have yet many 
things to say unto you, but ye cannot 
bear them now. 13 Howbeit when he, 
the Spirit of truth, is come, he will 
guide you into all truth: for he shall 
not speak of himself; but whatsoever 
he shall hear, that shall he speak: and 
he will shew you things to come. 14 
He shall glorify me: for he shall re-
ceive of mine, and shall shew it unto 
you. 15 All things that the Father 
hath are mine: therefore said I, that 
he shall take of mine, and shall shew 
it unto you.
